The Prevent Strategy 
Since 2010, the Prevent Strategy stipulates there is the specific need to safeguard children, young people and families from violent extremism.  All staff have been trained in this area. 
Photography 
We understand that parents/carers like to take photos of their children or video them in school performances, at sports day or school assemblies. We adhere to the following guidelines:  
We seek parental consent for the use of photographs and images for use by the school (including the school website and brochures) when a child joins the school.  
If external visitors come to the school to make or take photographs for use outside the school they must speak to the DSL beforehand to ensure permission is in place for the children.
